• Controlled access area (ZAR) : Since 2012, no longer applied in the 
village of Camopi

• Since then: The inhabitants deplore tourist behavior in their
• village>>collaboration>> participatory drafting of a code of 

recommendations for visitors
• >>one project located away from the living areas: Mémora
• (other municipal projects blocked due to use conflicts with

inhabitants)
• >>> 2 strategies



Strategy 1: code of recommendations for visitors
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Effects

Indirects:

The local communities use the code with the  
tourists in the event where tourists have 
inappropriate behaviours in the village 



Strategy 2: Mémora
• Delocalise a tourism project away from ( + than 20 km 

from the village) the livelihood to reduce negative
impacts

• Reduce the impacts of tourism on local communities

• Part of the site is in the core zone of the park

• There was illegal goldminning on the site before the 
tourism project>the first police missions
